The European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS) was introduced in 1989, within the framework of Erasmus. ECTS is the only credit system which has been successfully tested and used across Europe. ECTS is based on the principle that 60 credits measure the workload of a full-time student during one academic year. The student workload of a full-time study program in Europe amounts in most cases to around 1800 hours per year and in those cases one credit stands for around 30 working hours.
